Virginia Cavalier Golf Camp
Facilities
Campers will play Birdwood Golf Course, home of the 
Virginia Golf Team. This is a course that is fun and playable, 
yet challenging to all levels. Birdwood was recently ranked 
by Golfweek as one of the top 30 university courses in the 
country. All short game instruction will be conducted on 
the Lew Oehmig Short Game Facility. This four acre facility 
includes, five chipping/putting greens, bunkers, and two 
large tee areas.

What To Bring
Overnight campers should bring: 5 days of proper golf 
clothing; golf shoes, sneakers & sock; toiletries (soap, 
shampoo, deodorant, toothbrush, toothpaste, lotion, etc.); 
sheets, blankets, towels, pillow; hat, sunscreen, sunglass-
es; casual clothes for four nights, alarm clock; and spend-
ing money for movie, ice cream, souvenirs ($50 should be 
sufficient). Day campers should wear proper golf clothing 
and golf shoes or sneakers. All campers should bring their 
own golf clubs, bag, balls, and gloves.

Housing
All campers will be housed in an air- conditioned
dormitory on the Grounds of the University of Virginia. If 
you have a roommate preference be sure to include it on 
your application as roommate assignments WILL BE MADE 
PRIOR TO REGISTRATION. If you do not request a specific 
roommate, you will be assigned one of the same age. 
Campers are under constant supervision as instructors live 
in the dormitory while they are at camp. No loud music or 
televisions are allowed in the rooms.

Registration
Camp is limited to the first 50 players, so please sign up 
early. A $200.00 deposit is required with the returned 
application. The remainder of the balance, if any, will be 
due by May 6, 2016. Any applications received after May 6 
must be paid in full. Once an application is received, letters 
of acceptance are mailed, along with health history forms 
and waivers that must be returned prior to arrival. A final 
letter with specifics will be mailed around May 21, 2016. 
Registration will take place between 2:00 and 3:00 pm at 
the designated dorm area at the University of Virginia. The 
camp will end with the awards presentation at Birdwood 
Golf Course at 2:00 pm on Thursday, June 30. This will 
be the closing of the camp and the pick up point for all 
campers.

Please Note: There will be a $50.00 administrative fee for 
early withdrawal. Any withdrawal from camp after May 6 
will result in forfeiture of the $200.00 deposit. Registration 
after May 21 will result in an extra $100 late fee above the 
initial camp cost.

Eligibility
NCAA rules require Cavalier Golf Camp to be open to any 
and all entrants.  Only limited by age (10-18) and number 
(50).  No free or reduced admissions to individuals grades 
9-12.
